1. If at any point an accepted participant is no longer interested or is unable to participate 
in the program, they must notify the Program Director immediately so their spot can be 
filled with an applicant on the waitlist. 

2. Participants will commit to attending all instructional sessions for the duration of the 
10-week program, and all post-event online activities. 

3. Participants will commit to taking this program seriously, and actively participate in all 
sessions to enhance their learning of the Chinese language. 

4. Participants are expected to be responsible members of the learning community. 
5. Participants will treat all other participants, instructors, and staff with respect.   
6. Participants will adhere to all guidelines established by IUP and/or the Program and will 

work at their best ability to ensure an excellent experience for all. 



Participants who do not give their best performance in class and/or their work does not meet 
expectations will receive a warning from the Lead Instructor and Program Director and are 
required to attend the evening tutoring sessions.  If a participant receives more than three 
warnings and/or their performance does not improve, the participant may be expelled from the 
program.
