Conditions for a Graduate Fresh Start Application

A graduate student may apply for a Graduate &tadtonly if he/she meets all of the following
conditions:

. he/she was academically déss®dl, including time-to-degree dismissal from an IUP graduate
program;

. he/she has been separated from the urtivéssia minimum of two calendar years (24
consecutive months);

. he/she applies for readmission consideratiargtaduate program at IUP, excluding the
program from which the studemhs academically dismissed.

The graduate student must apply to the dgswgdam through the standard Admissions process.
Having reviewed the prior and intervening factors for evidence of potential for improved academic
success, the program coordinatoey alepartmental review, may recommend to the Dean of Graduate
Studies and Research that the student be readmiltedUtamversity and admitted to the program. The
Dean’s decision is final and is not subject to appeal.

Conditions for a Graduate Fresh Start Record

All credits and grades for IUP course work tbk&re readmission under this Graduate Fresh Start
Policy shall remain on the transcript. Upon readmiasiemy cumulative (GPA) is established based on
credits and grades earned from the date ohigsidn. Individuals may seek readmission to the
University though the provisions of this policy only once.

Graduate Students

For master's students, at least 2/3 of the credéting program requirements must be taken from the
University offering the degree.

A student dismissed from a prograenause of time-to-degree expiration

(see Time Limitations policy) can apipeatiecision to the Dean of the
School of Graduate Studies and Research (SGSR), based on policy and/or
procedural violations. The appeallmabased only on policy/procedural
violations.

The appeal must be made in writing to the Dean of the School of
Graduate Studies and Research. Documentation of the

appeal to the Dean of the SG&Ehin 30 daysof receipt of the dismissal
letter.

Upon receipt of the written appeathe Dean of the SGSR will conduct

an investigation of the allegation, review the documentation and render a
final decisionvhich completes the appeal process. The final decision
rendered by the Dean of the SGSR may not be appealed.

If it is found that policy/and/or procedure has been violated, the Dean of
the SGSR will rescind the dismissal.

a. Masters student time limitation (see Time Limitations policy)
may be extended through student petition to the Assistant
Dean of the SGSR. The progremordinator on behalf of the
student, no later than the first day of the month of the
student’s time-to-degree expiration date, makes the request to
the Dean (or designee) of the SGSR. The request must include
justification for the extensionffidial documentation to justify
the request for the extension and the amount of time will be
required by the Dean (or designee) of SGSR to support the
request.
