In its early years,
the department had a law enforcement focusn dweat part to the Law Enforcement Assistance
Administration’s higher education funding dictateseler, with time, further insight was gained about
the total needs of the academic and practice fiedsmofology and criminal justice, resulting in a
stronger, more integrated and brbased program, encompassing iatigry areas of the discipline. In
2014, the Department changed its name to thetBeoa of Criminology and Criminal Justice to

better represent the interrelationship between thigetde Today, our undergraduate program enrolls
approximately 1000 students — making it one of the largest departments on campus.

This expanded focus led to the establishmengeduate program and a serious commitment to
research. The M.A. program admitted its firsestadn the mid-1970Is.1986, the university

approved the creation of a doct@ralgram. The first class of six doctoral students began studies in the
fall of 1988.

Associated with the shift to a research orientatimrmfessional journal and a center for research were
created. The Criminal Justice Policy Review, haukedDepartment of Criminology, released its

inaugural edition in January 1986. That same year, the Center for Research in Criminology (CRC) was
developed and officially recognized as a unihhi Department of Criminology. The CRC operates

as a clearinghouse for justice related research in the department and throughout the university and serve
to assist faculty and students in funding and iraptamg research projects. The department has also

been instrumental in the development of theoNatInstitute for Correctional Education, an

organization that provides, among other thingsaanghouse for information related to successful

education programs implemented in prisons and jails.

It is their belief that a vital element
of this process is the thoughtful and candid ifinpirt students in the program and graduates in the
field.

Master’s Program

The master’s program requires 30 semester hoursuaitgra@dit. All students must take 21 credits of
required core courses (see list below). Additionaliystadent must complete either the thesis or non-
thesis track. The thesis track is ONLY available to campus students. The thesis track 9(for campus
students only) requires the completion of a 6-tihedis project, underethlirection of a thesis
chairperson and two additional faculty members, and one 3-credit elective approved by the MA
coordinator. The non-thesis track, available tousaama online students) requires the completion of 6
elective credits and CRIM 791: Synthesis Projecivéderwill be offered during the fall, spring and
summer semesters.

Catagests are not permitted to enroll in courses
designated for the online program (section #8019c€asion, an online elective will be offered for
campus students (usually during summer or w@#sion); when this occurs, you will be informed of
this option.

There is no
guarantee that any course completed outside ointifeotwgy department will be approved as credit
applied towards satisfying the graduation requirePleatse note, however, that if an elective is being offered
the Department of Criminology aatlJOstida in a given semdsieexpisctation of the department that
master’s students enroll in thaatblectiven one in a different department.
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Master’s students are only permitted to congleximum of 6 creditsfrom workshops and special
topics (refer to th€&raduate Catdlmgthe official policy) and they are limited to six credits of
independent study. This also includes indepestddgtcredits. Seek advice from your Coordinator
before you schedule elective classes. Student®ntast their Coordinator to petition enrollment in
an independent study. The first step in enrollimgnfondependent study should be meeting with the
program coordinator and reviewing appropriate topics and faculty supervisors.

Course Descriptions

CRIM 600: Criminological Theory
An examination of criminological theories witeraphasis on origins and applications of relevant
theoretical approaches to crime and criminally deviant behavior. Required of all master’s students.

CRIM 601: Proseminar

Survey of current research, critical issues inrtlieistdation of justice, and criminological theory.
Designed to acquaint the student with recent develtsgpiméime discipline of criminology. Required of
all master’s students.

CRIM 605: Research Methods

Methods and techniques of research in criminologg-dapth examination of the role of research in
the analysis, interpretation, and clarificatioregdribblems in criminology and the administration of
justice. The development of a research proposai/firespectus will be the end product of the course.
Required of all master’s students.

CRIM 610: Legal Issues in Criminology

An in-depth study of contemporary legal issued fay criminal justice professionals. Emphasis is
placed on criminal constitutional problems as weé# agdibial review of administrative decisions made
by criminal justice organizatidRequired of all master’s students.

CRIM 630: Seminar in Administrationrand Management inCriminal Justice
The study of bureaucracy and complex organizaitbren emphasis on the concepts and practices of
the organization and management of agencies in the administration of justice.

CRIM 631: System Dynamics ilddministration of Justice
A study of dynamic systems and analytical techretgwamt for understanding new perspectives of the
administration of justice.

CRIM 632: Organizational Dynamics wthin the Criminal Justice System

An examination of organizational agdgtems theories, concepts, applications, and research within the
criminal justice system. Attention is given to thergénizations play independently and collectively in
the administration of justice. Required of all master’s students.
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description of the alleged violations(s). Aleegi supporting the alleged violation should also
be provided. The student must submit the wigtpgeal to the dean of the SGSR within 30 days
of receipt of the outcome of the examination.

Upon receipt of the written appeal to thandef the SGSR, the dean will conduct an
investigation of the allegation, review tloaioh@ntation and render a final decision which
completes the appeal process. The final desidered by the dean of the SGSR may not be
appealed.

If it is found that policy/and/or procedure has bemtated, the dean of the SGSR will instruct
the program/department to allow the studemétake the exam, fully adhering to policy and
procedures. In the event of a finding in supgfdtie student allegation, the reexamination may
not be counted as one of the attempts picinunder the University or Department’s
Reexamination Policy.

NOTE: There are no candidacy/comprehensive/qualifier exams in the Master’s program.

Reexamination Policy

No student is permitted a “third” examinatiothaut a recommendation to that effect from the

degree program’s sponsoring department peatlogited written procedures and the approval

of the School of Graduate Studies and Res#zeioh(or designee). Exceptions to this policy for
programs can be made only with the approva¢ @dhool of Graduate Studies and Research. In the
event a student does not successfully complatentipeehensive re-examination according to program
requirements and the failure results in progsmssial, the program must notify the School of
Graduate Studies and Research (SGSR) of thesdlsmivriting. The SGSR will send an official
notification of the dismissal to the student.

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Evaluation Outcome for Thesis(Campus Student Thesis Track)

The first stage of the thesis project is to write arobsproposal that will generally include (but is not
limited to) an introduction chapter, a literature review, and a proposed methodology. This thesis
proposal must then be orally defended, with a p&skresult, in front of their thesis committee. After

a successful (pass) defense, the student is pernatiaduot the thesis research. This research will lead
to the final chapters of the thesis, the ResultsharConclusions. Once these chapters are completed,
the final thesis must then be orally defended indfahé thesis committee. Before either defense, it
must be publicly announced two weeks prior tadtual defense date and a copy of the document
placed under the mailboxes in the departmental mailroom. Essentially, the thesis project mimics the
standards imposed on any research project thatlvegoldblished in an academic journal. Given that
two weeks for review are required before any defaasmportant to keep in mind the final date the
Graduate School will accept a thesis and createnaline for thesis activities by working backwards
from that date.

Effective Fall 2017 for students adrted and students admitted afterthesis credits will be assigned
Pass or Fail as the final evaluation outcome ftakiéve credits and carry no quality points weighted
towards a student’s CGPA. Aleogoing thesisstudents admitted “prior” to Fall 2017, will have

thesis credits assigned a letter grade as thedlonatiem outcome for the credits taken and carry quality

Academic Status and Satisf
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Once the student has registered for the number eftdigm credits required by their program of study
(typically nine or twelve), oethumber of thesis credits requbmgdheir program of study (typically
three to six), she or he must register for one edanddit each semegteall and Spring) annually
through the graduation of the student or until thelimieis exceeded (See Time Limitation Policy for
doctoral or master’s students). For this periodiudent will be considered a full-time doctoral or
M.F.A. student.

Until the dissertation or thesis is successfully defangledie of “R” will be ageed to each registered
credit. Upon successful completion of the dissertatibesis, the grade assigned by the dissertation or
thesis director will apply to all ségiied dissertation or thesis csedhicluding the extended credits.
Students must pay tuition and mandatory univeestydieall credits (equalthe part-time mandatory
fees), and may choose to pay the Wellness Fee.

Grades earned for dissertation aegithcredits will remain partloé cumulative grade calculation;
however, grades posted for extended creditaégistwill be excluded from the cumulative grade
calculation.

consecutive months);

The graduate student must apply to the dgsimgdam through the standard Admissions process.
Having reviewed the prior and intervening factors for evidence of potential for improved academic
success, the program coordinatoey alepartmental review, may recommend to the Dean of Graduate
Studies and Research that the student be readmittedUtoiversity and admitted to the program. The
Dean’s decision is final and is not subject to appeal.

Conditions for a Graduate Fresh Start Record

All credits and grades for IUP course work thk@re readmission under this Graduate Fresh Start
Policy shall remain on the transcript. Upon readmiasiemw cumulative (GPA) is established based on
credits and grades earned from the date ohigsidn. Individuals may seek readmission to the
University though the provisions of this policy only once.

Prior Record

The student’s graduate record will be identifiedsaaduate Fresh Start. No graduate credits earned
from the program in which the student was dismissed are permitted to be transferred to the Graduate
Fresh Start sought degree. Any other transfésaraedst meet the IUP Transfer Credit Policy.

Students seeking a degree under the Graduate RreaheStot permitted to repeat a previously taken
course from the program in which the studentisasissed and have it count towards improving the
previous CGPA that was prior to readmission. Amgeaepeat(s) will be counted as a course taken

under the Graduate Fresh Start and applied solely to the new degree sought and new cumulative GPA.

Academic Standards

A student who is readmitted undex pinovisions of the Graduate Fr&tart Policy shall be required to
meet current degree requirements. He/she shalidenacally reviewed under the policies published in
the academic catalog at the time of re-matricul&toxdents readmitted to the University under this
policy and who were dismissed initially by exceedetb-degree requirements may not be granted
extensions of time-to-degree requirements.

Graduate Residency Requirement Policy

For master's students, at least 2/3 of the credéing program requirements must be taken from the
University offering the degree.

Note that these set the minimum number of credits that must be taken "in residence" and that
universities can limit the number of hours thabwidlllowed to transfer into a graduate program.

Active-duty service members who are graduaentwiall be handled on a case by case basis.
