Medical terminology is a course that requires students to not only learn vocabulary but also
the proper pronunciation of medical terms. Asd limit is requested to accommodate
pedagogical approaches to developing oral pronunciation skills.

Rationale: This course will provide students with the necessary skills to understand complex
medical terminology in health care fieldh&re precise communication is necessary. Students
in pre-professional biology tracks as well as natural science students and students in nursing
or allied health will benefit from an understandofgnedical language. This class will be a
required course for the RRhysician Assistantrack that has been developed within the
College of Natural Sciences and Mathematics. This course may also be taken by students in
Nursing and Allied Health professions. Currently, many medindlallied health

professional programs require a medical terminology course. IUP students wishing to meet
the requirements for these programs are forced to take medical terminology courses from
other institutions. By offering this cow®n a regular basis, I[UP will be able to satisfy these
requirements and better serve our students accepted to graduate programs that require a
formal medical terminology course.
